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[bookmark: _GoBack]Pursuant to the second and third paragraphs of Article 13 and the first paragraph of Article 31 in connection with Article 55 of the Bank of Slovenia Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 72/06 [official consolidated version], 59/11 and 55/17), the Governing Board of Banka Slovenije hereby issues the following


DECISION
on the reporting of payments statistics

Article 1

This decision lays down the obligation to report payments statistics to Banka Slovenije in accordance with the requirements of the European System of Central Banks (ESCB) and for the purposes of the exercise of supervision and other tasks of Banka Slovenije in connection with its statutory powers.


This decision sets out in greater detail the obligations to report payments statistics in accordance with Regulation (EU) No 1409/2013 of the European Central Bank of 28 November 2013 on payments statistics (ECB/2013/43) (OJ L 352 of 24 December 2013, p 18), last amended by Regulation (EU) 2021/2011 of the European Central Bank of 1 December 2020 amending Regulation (EU) No 1409/2013 on payments statistics (ECB/2013/43) (ECB/2020/59) (OJ L 418 of 11 December 2020, p 1; hereinafter: Regulation (EU) 2020/2011), and in accordance with Guideline (EU) 2021/832 of the European Central Bank of 26 March 2021 on reporting requirements on payments statistics (ECB/2021/13) (OJ L 208 of 11 June 2021, p 98).

Article 2

The terms used in this decision shall have the same meanings as in Regulation (EU) No 2021/2011, unless stipulated otherwise by this decision.

Article 3

Obliged reporting entities under this decision are residents who are:
· payment service providers (including electronic money issuers),
· payment system operators,
· service providers to whom the Payment Services, Electronic Money Issuance Services and Payment Systems Act (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 7/18, 9/18 [corrigendum] and 102/20) does not apply in accordance with Article 3 of the aforementioned law,
· operators of ATM networks, POS terminal networks and networks of terminals for the use of electronic money.

For the purposes of this decision, residents are entities registered and located in Slovenia, and branches of foreign entities in Slovenia whose headquarters are located outside Slovenia.

Article 4

Obliged reporting entities report data on the following to Banka Slovenije:
· payment accounts and related data of reporting agents;
· issued payment cards;
· devices (card terminals);
· payment transactions;
· fraudulent payment transactions;
· payment transactions by terminal type;
· participation in selected payment systems;
· payments processed in selected payment systems;
· other data in connection with payments statistics.

The data is defined in greater detail in the instructions for implementing the decision on the reporting of payments statistics.

Article 5

The Governor of Banka Slovenije shall issue instructions for implementing this decision.

Article 6

On the day that this decision begins to be applied, the following decisions still being applied in connection with the reporting of data relating to the period to 31 December 2021 inclusive shall cease to be in force:
· the decision on the reporting of payments statistics (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No. 38/14),
· Articles 3 and 4 of the decision on the application of the Guidelines on reporting requirements for fraud data under Article 96(6) PSD2 (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, Nos. 84/18 and 40/20),
· the Instructions for implementing the decision on the reporting of payments statistics (Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, No. 69/14), and
· the Instructions for implementing the decision on the application of the Guidelines on reporting requirements for fraud data under Article 96(6) PSD2 of 3 June 2019.

Article 7

Obliged reporting entities shall submit their first report under this decision in connection with data relating to the first quarter of 2022.

Article 8

This decision shall enter into force on the fifteenth day after its publication in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Slovenia, and shall begin to be applied on 1 January 2022.
